GARDEN VALLEY -- As if 
in a movie scene or in answer to 
a prayer, the clouds parted and 
there was a beautiful view of the 
solar eclipse in Garden Valley on 
Saturday morning, October 18th. 
The Garden Valley District Li-
brary hosted a special guest, the 
“Milky Way Photographer” Linda 
Ruppel with her phenomenal cam-
era gear to help others enjoy this 
special event. She used a special 
solar filter for her camera lens 
and was delighted that the clouds 
parted to view most of the solar 
annular eclipse. The solar cover-
age was 88 percent at this loca-
tion. Ruppel said, “Just as soon as 
it was over, the clouds returned.” 
Another eclipse is not expected to 
occur in such spectacular splendor 
again for many years in this area. 

Marjolein Lolkema, with the 
district library, described the day 
as it unfolded, “First, it was su-
per cloudy, but then suddenly the 
clouds cleared more and more, 
and on the best moment of the 
eclipse, at 10:24 am, we had a 
clear sky. People were so happy 

with the glasses. A lot of people 
found the library to pick up the 
glasses, from the dump station to 
the football team, and cheerlead-
ers. We just hope everyone en-
joyed this phenomenon as much 
as we did!”

Through a program called So-

lar Eclipse Activities for Libraries 
(SEAL), including the generosity 
of the Gordon and Betty Moore 
Foundation and the Space Sci-
ence Institute, five million solar-
viewing glasses were distributed 
to 10,000 libraries.

JOB DISCRIPTION: Job 
descriptions were discussed for 
a supervisor over the solid waste 
department and another superin-
tendent over the noxious weed 
department. Chairman Twilegar 
motioned to accept the descrip-
tions and the motions carried. 

SHERIFF: Evidence train-
ing taking place out-of-state was 
discussed for an employee to be-
come certified. Clerk Mary Pris-
co discussed the travel policy. 
Chairman Twilegar motioned to 
approve the travel for training, 
and the motion carried.

POLAR BEAR CHAL-
LENGE: The Make a Wish 
Foundation was discussed. 
Chairman Twilegar motioned to 
wave the fees for the Polar Bear 
Challenge, which was approved. 

IDAHO CITY SNOWG-
ROOMING PROGRAM: 
A grant was discussed for the 
purchase of a John Deere trac-
tor. Twilegar made a motion 
to approve the purchase in the 
amount of $149,600 for the Ida-
ho City 8A grooming equipment 
and the motion carried.

CENTRAL DISTRICT 
HEALTH: Juvenile Justice 
Amanda Leader spoke about a 
grant that CDH would reimburse 
to provide training in identify-
ing, “particularly child abuse.” 
Twilegar asked regarding the 
curriculum, “It’s not woke-
ism?” Leader said no. Twilegar 
continued, “Well, I’ve got to ask. 
They start sneaking everything 
in on us.”  She said the training 
is focused on relationships, fam-
ily, children, and adults. It also 
covers emotional growth, safe 
and stable environments, social 
engagement, and others. Leader 
explained that they were apply-
ing for the National Association 
of County & City Health Of-
ficials (NACCHO) Strengthen-
ing Systems-Involved Families 
with the HOPE Training Project 
grant.

Twilegar added that he was 
in support of this, “but I’m just 
really leery about anything that 
they’re helping our children.” 
Leader asked for a letter of sup-
port. Twilegar motioned to ap-
prove the letter of support for 
the training with the national as-
sociation. 

POLLING PLACE: Chair-
man Twilegar motioned to ac-
cept the Garden Valley School 
as a polling place. The motion 

carried.
MOTION: Prosecutor Alex 

Sosa addressed the board regard-
ing the playground equipment 
grant. Chairman Twilegar mo-
tioned to approve the memoran-
dum of understanding between 
Boise County and the Garden 
Valley Recreation District for the 
playground equipment project. 
The motion carried.

COMPUTER ARTS: Twile-
gar motioned to accept the agree-
ment for software support and 
licensing between Boise County 
and Computer Arts, Inc. The mo-
tion carried.

MOTOR VEHICLE REGIS-
TRATION: Twilegar recounted 
that the motor vehicle registra-
tions are state mandated, “and 
we’re getting roughly a third 
of what we are actually paying 
people to do it, and we’re getting 
less and less, because it’s now 
free to do it online.” He then 
made a motion to adopt a Boise 
County Resolution to increase 
the Dept. of Motor Vehicle reg-
istration fees. All were in favor 
and the motion carried.

CLAIMS APPROVAL RE-
PORT: Twilegar motioned to 
approve the report in the amount 
of $177,938 for the FY2023 bud-
get. He then made a motion to 
accept the claims approval report 
in the amount of $166,305 for the 
FY2024 budget. 

LEGAL FEES: Prosecutor 
Sosa explained that there was an-
other lawyer that had helped with 
a recent trial. Twilegar motioned 
to pay this in the amount of $981, 
which was approved. 

FUTURE AGENDAS: A fi-
nal list of all the auction sur-
plus items will be brought to the 
board the following week. 

POLLING PLACE: A motion 
was said to approve the agree-
ment between Wilderness Ranch 
Fire Station and Boise County 
for a polling place. 

BASIN SCHOOL DIS-
TRICT EARLY LEARNING: 
Twilegar recapped that the 
school was awarded a grant to 
enhance local services to sup-
port children in the region for 
early learning, through the Idaho 
School Readiness Project. As 
part of this grant, they need to 
determine local need from east 
Boise County citizens of chil-
dren from zero to five years of 
age. A needs assessment was dis-
cussed. Twilegar made a motion 
to allow the school to utilize the 
county email to send out a link 
for assessment to Boise County 
employees. All were in favor and 
the motion carried.

UNIVERSITY OF IDAHO 
EXTENSION PROGRAM/ 
4-H: Rebecca Mills, a represen-
tative from the Univ. of Idaho 
Extension Programs and Super-
visor for the Gem/Boise County 

4-H programs, spoke with the 
board regarding statistics. She 
said their goal is, “to help peo-
ple to improve their lives by 
implementing good practices.” 
Mills indicated that the Boise 
County faction had grown in the 
past five years. “The numbers 
don’t really take into account 
the Idaho City numbers that are 
involved in the Ada County pro-
gram,” Mills said. They have 
a Garden Valley Club and a 
Horseshoe Bend Club. Garden 
Valley has grown quite a bit and 
has expanded their club projects 
this year, “into some of the non-
animal areas.” They have been 
doing food preservation, pho-
tography, leather craft, etc. They 
also have sheep and pigs. Mills 
addressed the 7’s Heroes spot on 
TV that spotlighted two of their 
club members, saying, “It will 
be interesting to see if we have 
a whole bunch more people that 
want to be involved in the 4-H 
program after seeing the amaz-
ing young people that they are 
and the impact that they had on 
the 4-H program.” 

Commissioner Tucker in-
quired about the FFA program. 
Mills said they are working with 
the online school students, and 
currently have one enrolled from 
Garden Valley. 

Commissioners Tucker and 
Twilegar expressed strong sup-
port for the 4-H program. Mills 
responded, “It’s pretty incredible 
what is accomplished in what we 
do. There’s lots of research about 
it, but recently, there’s a new 
model that has been released and 
the research called the Thrive 
Model. It essentially says, the 
environment in which we do 
4-H, the caring adult, the project 
work that creates a spark of in-
terest, the ability to give back in 
the community, all that is what 
combines to creates these incred-
ible young people and connects 
them to their world in a different 
way than any other youth pro-
gram even does.” She then ad-
mitted, “I’m a big fan, myself.” 
She spoke about the signing of a 
memorandum of understanding, 
“going along with the history of 
extension, way back, Abraham 
Lincoln, way back in the days 
of how we were established and 
that we’re a cooperative orga-
nization with state, federal, and 
county funding.”

Chairman Twilegar motioned 
to adopt the cooperative agree-
ment for the University of Idaho 
Extension Programs for Boise 
County. The motion carried 
unanimously. 

There was discussion regard-
ing the meeting on November 
7th, and it may be moved or can-
celed due to the upcoming elec-
tions and hunting season.

Adjourned at 11:13am.

After the meeting, Mills add-
ed, "The Boise County Board 
of Commissioners appropriates 
funds each fiscal year to support 
University of Idaho Extension 
programming. This support pro-
vides opportunities for the citi-
zens of Boise County to access 
resources like the 4-H Youth 
Development Program, master 
gardener training and home gar-
dening support, small acreage 

management and information on 
raising and managing livestock. 
Youth and certified volunteers 
from Boise County made up 9% 
of the total membership of the 
4-H program in Gem and Boise 
counties in 2022-2023. Enroll-
ment in the 2023-2024 4-H pro-
gram year is now open. If you’re 
interested in joining, please call 
the University of Idaho Exten-
sion office at 208-365-6363."

Rebecca Mills with the Univ. of Idaho/ 4-H addressed the board on 
October 10th. She reminded the board of their goals include helping 
people to improve their lives by implementing good practices. The 
number of 4-H members have increased significantly in the Garden 
Valley area.

We read the story “Commis-
sioners Take Aerial View of 
Boise County,” page 1 of The 
Idaho World (Vol 161, No 2, 
Wed. October 11, 2023). Thank 
you, Idaho World, for publish-
ing this story. We also read the 
blog titled “An open pit mine 
planned upstream of Boise?” 
by John Robison, March 8, 
2023: https://www.idahocon-
servation.org/blog/an-open-
pit-mine-planned-upstream-of-
boise/ 

The social and environ-
mental impacts of this project 
(cited in the blog article) could 
be disastrous for Boise County 
and the Treasure Valley. Once 
the damage is done, undoing 
it will be difficult to impossi-
ble. Moreover, the reasons for 
implementing this project — 
especially given that the exist-
ing open-pit Thompson Creek 
Mine near Challis is already 
permitted — could be invali-
dated if the economy or politi-
cal climate should change. 

For example, demand for 
molybdenum as a metal hard-
ener and replacement for co-
balt in electric vehicle (EV) 
batteries could drop if demand 
for EVs falls. This reduced de-
mand is happening already as 
we realize that EVs are not the 
panacea we once thought they 
were. What happens to the 
CuMo Project open-pit mine in 
this case? Do we just abandon 

the mine because it no longer 
“pencils out” for the operators 
and say, “oh well”?

Questions:
Is anyone with mining exper-

tise AND a true love for Idaho 
-- such as Darr Moon -- weigh-
ing in on the proposed CuMo 
Project open-pit mine?

What about our US Rep-
resentatives Crapo, Risch, 
Fulcher, and Simpson? Are 
they pushing this?

If this project is a foregone 
conclusion, what good are pub-
lic meetings and testimony?

Hosting meetings in the 
winter — unless via Zoom — 
will guarantee low attendance 
as poor roads, lengthy travel 
distances, and weather often 
preclude citizen participation. 
Unfortunately, the techni-
cal difficulties of using Zoom 
make this option less than ef-
fective.

Again, our state is at the mer-
cy of the Federal government's 
whimsy. When will Idahoans 
take control of their own des-
tiny?

Convicted of Attempted MurderConvicted of Attempted Murder

The CuMo mineral explora-
tion project has been ongoing 
since 2007 and has recently 
undergone a change in own-
ership. The new proponent, 
Idaho Copper Corp., submitted 
a plan of operations (Plan) for 
mineral exploration in 2023. 
Therefore, the Forest Service is 
initiating a new environmental 
analysis in accordance with the 
National Environmental Policy 
Act.

The 2023 Plan is similar to 
the Forest Service’s Selected 
Alternative (Alternative B) 
from the 2015 CuMo Decision 
Notice (DN) for the 2007 Plan. 
The 2023 Plan proposes the 
following activities:

• Use of National Forest Sys-
tem lands for up to 4 years for 
mineral exploration (no min-
ing) and an additional 2 years 
for reclamation.

• Use of existing National 
Forest System Roads open to 
the public, in addition to 5.5 
miles of existing temporary 
roads that are closed for public 
use.

• Construction of up to 8.9 
miles of new temporary roads. 
Note that the 2015 DN consid-
ered 10.2 miles of new tempo-
rary roads, which included 1.8 
miles that were constructed in 
2011. The 1.8 miles are now 
accounted for in the 5.5 miles 
of existing temporary roads 
referenced above.

• Construction of up to 122 
new exploration drill sites (~60 
feet x ~25 feet) along roads 
with up to 250 holes drilled. 
Note that the 2015 DN con-
sidered 137 new drill sites and 
259 holes. The number of drill 
holes were reduced as some 
were drilled during the 2011-
2012 operating season.

BOISE COUNTY -- We be-

lieve that the issues regarding 
water quality, recreation, traf-
fic, public safety, and wildlife 
are even more important today 
than they were in 2011 and 
2018. Anticipated concerns 
with the newest exploration 
proposal include transportation 
of diesel fuel on narrow river-
side and mountain roads, such 
as from Garden Valley up the 
Grimes Pass road, and impacts 
of road construction and 24/7 
drilling operations on wildlife 
and recreationists. 

The Forest Service will open 
another comment period when 
the draft Environmental As-

sessment is released this winter 
and host public meetings. The 
Forest Service had previously 
hosted public meetings in Gar-
den Valley, Idaho City, and 
Boise. For the winter meetings, 
they are only planning on host-
ing meetings in Idaho City and 
Boise. If members of the public 
are interested in having a pub-
lic meeting in Garden Valley as 
well, they should mention that 
in their comments. 

It’s vitally important that lo-
cal communities are involved 
in decisions that affect our pub-
lic lands and waters. While we 
all use metals that are mined, 
we also need healthy rivers and 
clean drinking water. Some 
places are simply not appropri-
ate for large-scale mineral ex-
ploration and development.

BOISE COUNTY -- A jury 
of twelve assembled in the 
courthouse earlier this month 
to determine the fate of Danny 
Edwin Thompson. The charges 
consisted of attempted first de-
gree murder and the unlawful 
possession of a firearm by a 
felon, dated April 11, 2023. The 
charging document indicated 
that the defendant did willfully, 
deliberately, and premeditat-
edly, attempt to murder a per-
son by confronting him outside 
his residence and firing a 9mm 
pistol at him as he fled to his 
neighbor’s house on August 
28th, 2022. This incident was 
reported in the Idaho World as 
happening just south of Idaho 
City. The suspect remained a 
fugitive for nearly a week and 
there was an increased law en-
forcement presence by several 
agencies in Idaho City.

The defendant was asked to 
stand while the jury’s verdict 
was read by the court’s clerk. 
Thompson was found by the 
jury, unanimously, to be guilty 
of attempted first-degree mur-
der. On the next account, un-
lawful possession of a firearm, 
he was also unanimously found 
to be guilty. 

Judge Theodore Fleming 
thanked the jury for their two 
full days of service as jurors, 
provided them some final in-
structions regarding the case, 
and dismissed them from their 
duties. He then set the matter 
over for sentencing in this case 
to December 15th, 2023. The 
defendant will remain in custo-
dy of the Ada County Jail, and 
be held without bond, pending 
sentencing, given the jury’s 
verdict in this case. A new no-
contact order was extended 

by Judge Fleming for one ad-
ditional year. He thanked the 
attorneys for their “profession-
alism in trying this difficult 
case.”

Danny Thompson was con-
victed of attempted first degree 
murder and unlawful posses-
sion of a firearm. He is also be-
ing held for a probation viola-
tion at the Ada County Jail.
